Requirements: 

· You are writing a 3-4 page argumentative essay. 
· ESSAY PROMPT: On a scale of 1-10, the [animal/plant/disease] WAS a [number] in terms of its impact on Latin America or Europe and IS a [number] today.
· 12 point Times New Roman, 1.5 spacing, normal margins. 

· Citation: Minimum 5 separate, credible sources. Chicago Style, FOOTNOTES. 

· Remember that plagiarism is a serious academic offense (students get expelled from college for plagiarism and it will result in an F on this assignment). If you are quoting a few lines from a source, indicate that with quotation marks. If you are paraphrasing a chunk of text, write it in your own words. DO NOT copy and paste chunks of text into your essay without crediting the source.

	Subtopic #2: Impact during the Columbian Exchange (1492-1900, approximately)
Pick the part of the world impacted by the importation of this plant, animal or disease. (Europe/Asia/Africa OR Latin America.

What impact did it have there?

Better or worse nutrition? 
Economic impact?

MAJOR impact on cuisine (tomatoes for Italian food, for example, or potatoes for Ireland).

Environmental impact of animal or plant?
