What’s in a name? 

One of the most basic aspects of your identity is your name, yet you most likely had no say in this important decision. Your HW is to find out the story of you name, even if you think you know the “full story” already, and answer the questions below. 

Take a look at your first, middle and last name(s). (Answer at least 3 of these questions)
· What do you think of each?

· What do you like about each?

· What do you dislike about each?

· How does your name affect you?

· What image does it project about you?
· Do you have any nicknames? Do you like/dislike them?

· What are those names and what images do they project?

· Which name projects the “honest” you?

Last name(s) (Answer at least 3 of these questions) If you have no way of finding out the answers to questions in this section, you can skip it. 
· Has your family name ever changed? Why?
· Is there any specific history behind your name (for example, a location like “Lima” or a profession, like “Weaver”)? Talk to your parents/guardians!
· Ethnic origin?
· Why did your parents/guardians give you the name they did? Did one parent have to convince the other? 
· Are you named after a relative? A movie star? An important political figure?  

Random questions (optional)
· What would you like to be called?

· What image does that project?
· What would it take to become what that fantasy name projects?
· What names would you choose for your child of the same sex as you?

IN GENERAL…HOW DO YOU FEEL ABOUT YOUR NAME?

For this assignment I expect you to try to have a conversation with your parents or guardians about your name--even if you think you already know the full story (you probably don’t!). Ask for details. ELABORATE + Proofread. 
Sometimes students genuinely have no way to learn the answers to these questions. If that’s you, focus on the questions above that you can answer without having to talk to a parent/guardian.
Write at least 1 page. PROOFREAD.
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
